WHEREAS the policy of reservation for the educntionzl and social
advancernent of people belonging to the backward classes of citizens in
udmissions to educational institutions in the State and for reservation of
appointmenits or post= in public services under the State has been under
implementation in the State of Mabarashtra since formation of the

Maharashtra Stute;
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AND WHEREAS the two nnﬂﬁmtiunu.ﬂwiﬂinﬂ for reservation of seats
in public employment were issued in the Karveor State (Kaolhapur) in the
vear 1802, on the 26th July 1902 and the 2nd August 1802, respectively, by
Rajarshi Shahu Muharaj, who is known s the futher of the coneept of
reservation in India, and from whom Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar got
inspiration to make provisiona for reservation in the Copstitution of India,
and in the said two netifications of 1902, reservation was provided to
Backward Classes wherein Maratha community was also included;
